🎨 Colour Tables This Term
· Light Blue – 13.04.26 to 20.04.26
· Turquoise – 27.04.26 to 05.05.26
· Lilac – 11.05.26 to 18.05.26
The children enjoy recognising these colours in their environment.


🔤 Jolly Phonics
This term we will be focusing on:
· ‘o’ – 13.04.26 to 20.04.26
· ‘u’ – 27.04.26 to 05.05.26
· ‘l’ – 11.05.26 to 18.05.26
We will practice recognising the letters, saying the correct sounds, and identifying words that begin with each sound.


🔢 Numbers
Our number focus this term will be:
· 14 – 13.04.26 to 20.04.26
· 15 – 27.04.26 to 05.05.26
· 16 – 11.05.26 to 18.05.26
We will be working on number recognition, counting accurately, and understanding what each number represents.
You can support your child by counting everyday objects together such as steps, toys, snacks, or cars.

🔷 Shapes
We will also be exploring the following shapes:
· Cross – 13.04.26 to 20.04.26
· Cube – 27.04.26 to 05.05.26
· Square – 11.05.26 to 18.05.26
The children will learn to recognise these shapes in their environment and create artwork using them.
